Rachel was also very moved by Rosie's decision, adding: "l am so
touched that Rosie felt inspired by me to have her hair cut off for a
cancer charity. She's the inspiration. | wish there were more people
like her, the world would be a nicer place.”

Head teacher Val Weddell Hall said Rosie was a credit to her family
and the school. Last year Rosie won the school’s annual Citizenship
award for her caring attitude and kindness to others.
